CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF CITY OF CASTLE PINES 
MILL LEVY QUESTION:  Resolution No. 2023-10-01, A Resolution Supporting a "YES" 
Vote on the City of Castle Pines Ballot Measure 2F was presented to the Board. 
Attorney explained the legal authorization for adopting a Resolution and a discussion 
was had concerning the District's intention to reduce its levy if the measure passes. 
Director Mulvey and Director Krell requested changes to the language of the resolution 
to eliminate statements to the effect that taxes will be reduced to accurately reflect that 
"mill levy's" may be reduced. Upon motion made by Director Radoff and seconded by 
Director Mulvey, the Resolution was adopted with the changes requested.  
 
PRESENTATION OF DRAFT BUDGET:  The draft 2024 budget was presented by 
District Manager Travis, Phyllis Brown and Sadie Whitworth. 
 
BOARD COMMENTS AND QUESTIONS: Mr. Travis, Ms. Brown and Ms. Whitworth 
answered Board questions and the Board had general discussion relating to 2024 draft 
budget.

• Holdover: Site drainage, and additional Concrete work is underway at the LS 3 site.  
• Holdover: CPNMD Staff is working with the Hidden Pointe HOA to schedule a meeting to discuss CPNMD acquiring 


additional easements to facilitate the construction of a new Lift Station 5 and install new wastewater lines.  
• Holdover: Final design work continues and is expected to be ready for submission to the State for review. 


 
Conservation 


• In the next month I plan to meet with a representative of Resource Central, to review our program performance from 
this past year, and begin formulating a plan for next year to increase the program usage and effectiveness.  
 


SSO Violation Update 
• We continue to work toward resolution of this violation. Our first round of soil and water sampling has been evaluated 


and accepted.  Thus far, there are no indicators that we need to do any remediation.  We have started phase 2 of the 
sampling and are waiting for final approval of our spill response plan.   To date we have met all metrics ahead of 
schedule, and all indications are that the State is pleased with our response thus far.

CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF 
DIRECTORS: Upon motion by Director Radloff, the agenda was approved unanimously 
as presented.  
 
BID PRESENTATION AND APPROVAL REQUEST FOR WATER TREATMENT 
PLANT TANK REHAB PROJECT: Mr. Nathan Travis provided an overview of the 
capital project to rehabilitate the treatment plant tank. Alex Page from Kennedy Jenks 
discussed the project in further detail, including the two bids for the project, one from 
Glacier Construction for $893,100 and one from TMI Coatings for $1,692,000. Ms. Page 
discussed the advantages and disadvantages of each bid and informed the Board that 
the staff and engineering recommendation is Glacier Consulting.  
 
Upon discussion and motion by Director Krell, and second by Director Radloff, the 
board unanimously approved awarding the project to Glacier Consulting.  
 
CONSIDERATION OF PAST MEETING MINUTES: Board meeting minutes from the 
July 19th, 2023, Board Study Session and the July 24th, 2023, Regular Meeting minutes 
were unanimously approved as presented.  
 
PUBLIC COMMENT: None.   
 
 
FINANCE DIRECTOR’S REPORT: Sadie Whitsworth attended by Zoom. Ms. 
Whitsworth read aloud the claims for approval and ratification. This includes checks 
numbered 28036 through 28104, and electronic payments from July 21st, 2023 to 
August 24th, 2023.   
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Director Enquist asked about the large difference between July and August financials. 
Ms. Phyllis Brown explained that the financials include the end of July and up to August. 
Ms. Brown responded to other questions from Director Enquist regarding the financial 
report and the trends in property tax payments.  
 
Upon motion by Director Radloff, and second by Director Mulvey, the Board voted 
unanimously to approve and ratify the expenditures as presented.   
 
Update on 2022 Audit: Ms. Brown’s team’s goal is to complete the 2022 audit by 
September 30, 2023.   
 
LEGAL COUNSEL’S REPORT: Legal Counsel, Elizabeth Dauer, presented the legal 
status report.  
 
Consider Castle Pines Urban Renewal Area (“Plan”) IGA: Ms. Dauer provided an 
overview of the IGA, highlighting the term that allows the Castle Pines URA to retain all 
incremental property tax revenues generated in the Plan area and the provision allowing 
CPNMD to reconsider and renegotiate any commercial residential development over 
20,000 square feet if it were to result in increased water and sewer costs.  
 
Ms. Dauer answered questions from the Board related to any legal changes in the 
version provided and about the mechanism by which the agreement can be 
renegotiated. Director Mulvey requested that the agreement be revised to ensure that 
the District is able to trigger the renegotiation clause at will.  
 
Following motion a motion made by Director Radloff and seconded by Director Enquist, 
the Board voted unanimously to approve the IGA as modified.  
 
Director Radloff requested updates on the Stormwater Conveyance IGA between 
CPNMD and the City. Following updates from Mr. Travis and Ms. Dauer, the Board did 
not take any official action.  
 
DISTRICT MANAGER REPORT: District Manager Nathan Travis presented his written 
report.  
 
Lift Station 3 SSO Violation Update: Mr. Travis presented an update on his work with 
Level Engineering, a company he is partnering with to help manage the project 
workload. He noted that metrics that need to be hit in order to rectify the violation order 
will be hit and agreed to supply the soil engineer’s report to the Board and to upload the 
report to the District’s website. Mr. Travis also answered questions regarding where in 
the budget costs related to this project are coming from, explaining that the money will 
come from different sources depending on the item being mitigated.  
 
Budget Presentation & Audit Discussion Date Selection: The initial budget is due to the 
Board on October 15th. In order to accommodate the audit completion and budget 
hearings, the Board agreed to set the October 11th Special meeting at 5:30pm to finish 
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audit discussions and to transition the October 18th Study Session into a Special 
Meeting and Budget Hearing.  
 
Consideration of Phone & Vehicle Stipend: Mr. Travis requested a modification to his 
own contract, namely a $1,000 per month phone and vehicle stipend. Following 
discussion, Director Enquist moved to approve an $800 stipend to Mr. Travis’ contract 
for both vehicle and cell phone expenses. Seconded by Director Krell, the vehicle and 
cell phone stiped was unanimously approved.   
 
Consideration & Discussion Regarding Passing CPNMD Board Resolution Supporting 
City Mill Levy Ballot Question: following discussion, the Board indicated strong report for 
the resolution, and agreed to consider formal action on the Resolution once it is 
received.  
 
Consideration of Participation in Douglas County Community Foundation: The Board 
discussed request for a donation from the Douglas County Community Foundation’s 
Emergency Preparedness Fund. Director Radloff disclosed that she is a current board 
member of the non-profit Foundation.  
 
The Board requested that Mr. Travis schedule a presentation to the Board from the 
Foundation so that the Board can ask more questions about the work done by the 
Foundation and about the request being made by the Foundation.  
 
Lastly, Mr. Travis provided an update on the lift station project at lift station #1 and lift 
station #2. The District needs to obtain expanded easements for the project from the 
HOA.  
 
He also updated the Board that all after-hour calls are now directed to a real person, not 
the emergency line.  
 
DIRECTOR MATTERS:   
 
Director Enquist spoke about the conservation project and her desire to continue 
focusing on same. She also indicated that she wants to be included in Zoom meetings 
with CDPHE documentation and remediation efforts. The Board expressed support for 
this idea.  
 
Director Mulvey requested a projects overview schedule for the next meeting and raised 
the issue of how notifications should work on a day-to-day basis at the lift station.

QUORUM: Present. 
  
CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA OF THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF 
DIRECTORS: Upon motion by Director Krell, the agenda was approved unanimously as 
presented.  
 
PUBLIC COMMENT: Mr. Dawds requested that his last name be spelled correctly in the 
July minutes, where it was listed as “Dodds”. 
 
FIRE MITIGATION DONATION REQUEST: Ms. Janet McClaskey, resident at 11445 
Forest Trails Drive, is a member of the Forest Park Fire Mitigation and Forest Health 
Committee. Following the award of a grant from the City of Castle Pines, the 
organization will begin its mitigation efforts on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday of next 
week. She is currently in process of writing a grant for funds from the Colorado State 
Forest Service for assistance with fire mitigation efforts.  
 
She requested Board support on several matters. First, she asked for a map of the 
manholes in the forest so that they can be properly marked. Second, she requested that 
the Board consider contributing to the Committee’s efforts either in the form of lending 
staff or providing money that can then be used to increase the matching grant funds. 
Ms. McClaskey estimated that the total cost of the project to be $250,000 - $300,000. It 
will consist mainly of removing dead trees, canopy trimming, and trimming scrub oak, 
and will focus on protecting animal habitats and pathways. She answered several 
questions from the Board regarding the program’s logistics. The Board agreed to 
consider the matter.  
 
BID AWARD FOR THE YORKSHIRE WATERLINE REPLACEMENT PROJECT:  
Nathan Travis and Lisa Schwein from Kennedy Jenks provided an overview of the bid. 
Mr. Travis received six qualifying bids. Of those, Diaz Construction Group submitted a 
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base bid for $858,025, with an add alternative amount of $81,506, which is specifically 
for the potential need for above-ground waterline bypass. Director Krell noted her 
concern that no contingency was contained in the bid and wanted to know if there were 
any additional funds for unforeseen construction activity. Ms. Schwein explained that 
this amount is typically folded in with the add alternate amounts. She also discussed her 
past experiences with Diaz, which have all been positive. Director Mulvey asked about 
how realistic the November timeline was. Ms. Schwein feels confident moving forward 
with this timeline. Director Krell noted that she feels comfortable with this timeline as 
well, given her experience working in the construction industry. Director Krell motioned 
to award the bid to Diaz Construction Group, and upon a second from Director Mulvey, 
the motion was unanimously approved.  
 
FINANCE DIRECTOR’S REPORT: Ms. Sadie Whitworth read aloud the claims for 
approval and ratification, listed in the agenda. Upon motion made, seconded and 
unanimously carried, the claims were approved and ratified. This includes checks 
numbered 28106 through 28168, and electronic payments from August 25th, 2023 
through September 21st, 2023. She also provided an overview of the current fund 
balances.  
 
Director Krell motioned to approve the expenditures as presented, Director Enquist 
seconded, and the expenditures were unanimously approved.  
 
Ms. Brown presented the rest of the financial report.  
 
Update on 2022 Audit: Ms. Brown provided an update on the status of the audit. The 
goal is to get the audit complete by September 30, 2023.   
 
2024 Draft Budget: Ms. Brown discussed highlights from the draft budget and answered 
questions from the Board. 
 
LEGAL COUNSEL’S REPORT: Legal Counsel, Kim Seter, presented the legal status 
report.  
 
District Designation of 7053, 7047 and 7041 Turweston Lane: Mr. Seter reviewed 
County maps and these lots are within the District’s boundaries. This will likely result in 
an inclusion of those properties into the District and an exclusion from Castle Pines 
Metro, which will take several months.  
 
Sale of Leased Properties: Mr. Seter will begin by getting an appraisal for the leased 
properties. The method of sale of these properties is to be determined, but is underway.  
 
DISTRICT MANAGER REPORT: District Manager Nathan Travis presented his written 
report.  
 
Update on Meetings with Hidden Pointe HOA: Mr. Travis is still trying to schedule an 
onsite meeting in order to obtain easements for the lift station wastewater project. He 
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will also look to schedule a meeting with the community’s metro district at some point 
down the line to discuss the possibility of consolidating the HOA and the metro district.   
 
Summary of Meeting with Dominion Water: Director Radloff, Director Blanckaert and Mr. 
Travis met with Dominion Water. Following this meeting, they recommend extending an 
invite to Dominion to attend a meeting, at which it will present a few long-term water 
management issues for the Board’s consideration. The Board expressed support for 
inviting Dominion Water.  
 
Director Krell also requested an update on the violation response. Mr. Travis explained 
that all items submitted to the State are approved. He is waiting for comments back 
from the State on various submissions. He also provided additional updates on soil 
updates and water testing.  
 
Lastly, Mr. Travis confirmed that October’s study session is moved to October 11th, 
2023 at 5:30 p.m. The Board meeting will take place on October 23rd, 2023. 
 
DIRECTOR MATTERS: Director Mulvey asked about the preliminary copy of Mr. 
Travis’s schedule, and where to find it on the website. Mr. Travis explained that it can 
be found on the District’s “Capital” page, under “Timelines.”  
 
ADJOURN: With all other business to come before the Board having been addressed, 


Director Krell adjourned the meeting at approximately 7 p.m.

Briefly presented below are the items that we have been involved in during the past month as well as on-
going engineering related items.  
 
DISTRICT PROJECTS 


 Water Treatment Plant Upgrades – There are 6 projects currently in the design and construction 
phases. We are also developing task orders for engineering services related to several other plant 
upgrades that staff has requested.  


 HVAC System Upgrades – Glacier Construction Co. is finalizing the installation of the HVAC 
System upgrades at the plant. Due to longer than expected equipment lead times this project 
will extend into November . However, main ventilation equipment that will properly exhaust and 
condition spaces in the treatment plant have been installed and are on-line. 


 Status: Active Construction  


 Contract End Date: October 2023 


 Backwash Reclaim Tank Rehabilitation – Glacier Construction Co. has completed all work and 
close-out documentation. Notice of Final Settlement has been published and the release of 
retained earnings will be issued on October 23.     


 Status: Release of retain earnings is set for 10/23. Project is complete and closed. 


 Liquid Ammonia Sulfate (LAS) Storage and Feed System Upgrade – KJ is continuing to work 
on the final design documents for this project. The project is expected to go to bid in October of 
2023. Estimated time of construction is 6 months once notice to proceed is issued.  


 Status: Preparing final bid documents 


 Anticipated Project Bid: Q4 2023 


 Tank Rehabilitation Program – Glacier Construction Co. has initiated work on the above grade 
backwash tank and the clear well below the WTP. Work on the mixing tank will begin in early 
November.  


 Status: Active Construction 


 Contract End Date: March 2024 
 
 Facility Documentation Program – KJ and the District staff have kicked off the Facility 


Documentation Program. This program goal is to capture, document, and/or develop the 
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infrastructure, controls programming, and operational procedures related to the Water 
Treatment Plant. 


 Status: The following phases of the Facility Documentation Program are active:  


a. Electrical, Instrumentation & Controls Documentation: This program phase 
is active and is estimated to be completed by Q2 of 2024. KJ has 
developed draft P&IDs to-date and will begin to coordinate their finalization 
with the District’s integrator Mountain Peaks. 


b. Code Summary Analysis: This project phase is active and is estimated to 
be completed by Q3 of 2023. 


c. Asset Management Registry Update: This program phase is active. KJ and 
the District’s 3rd party asset registry designer are beginning a data entry 
pilot that will determine the remainder of this phases scope. 


d. Site Civil Utility As-Builts: This program phase will include generating an 
updated survey of the WTP site. This survey along with utility location 
efforts will be used to generate site civil drawings for the WTP.  


 Filter Rehabilitation Project – KJ and the District have been working together to define the 
scope of work to upgrade/rehabilitate the 6 media filters at the WTP to operate more efficiently. 
This will likely include upgrading the media types within the filters and replacing the equipment 
within each filter with more modern equipment. The first step will be to pilot media options with 
the District’s raw water. A 6-week sampling campaign of the WTP’s combined raw water 
influent will begin when the wells are turned on in March. This data will further inform the pilot 
plan.  
 
KJ is also actively working on the pilot plan and preparing to start coordinating the pilot and 
overall project with CDPHE.  
 


 Status: Piloting Phase (Sampling) 


 Lift Station Upgrades – Final design is in progress. We are performing reviews with the District 
and agencies and finishing final coordination with the surveyor, geotechnical engineer, and 
utility locate/pothole company to complete their work. We are currently at the 30% design level. 
 


 Status: Currently in design 


 Anticipated Bid: Q2 2024 
 


Notice of Violation / Cease and Desist Order – The District received a notice of violations letter 
from CDPHE on August 8, 2023, relative to the lift station overflows (8 events) that have 
occurred since November 2018. CDPHE is requiring a long list of corrective actions that must 
occur over the next 90 days. We are assisting Nathan and Level Engineering in addressing 
each action item. Level Engineering is the lead in gathering in responding and submitting the 
required data, plans, and information for the responses. The work related to these corrective 
actions will somewhat sidetrack our design efforts for the lift station improvements, but we are 
hoping we can stay on track, as much of the engineering is interchangeable.  
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 Yorkshire Water Line Replacement – The Yorkshire Water Line will be replaced ahead of the 
City’s pavement restoration in Yorkshire. Following receipt of bids last month the project was 
awarded to Diaz Construction. We are coordinating with Diaz for execution of the contract and 
for their schedule to start the work. Diaz is hopeful that they can start as early as November.  
 


 Status: Construction contract awarded to Diaz Construction 


 Anticipated Start: November 2023 
 


 Well Vault Rehab Project – Kennedy Jenks is currently designing the rehabilitative upgrades 
needed for each well vault in the District. We are currently at the 60% design level. 


 
 Status: Currently in design  


 Anticipated Project Bid: Q1 2024 
 


 Monarch Water Line Replacement – The Monarch Water Line will be replaced ahead of the 
City’s pavement restoration in Monarch that is scheduled for 2024. Potholing of the existing 
water line in various spots to determine the condition of the existing ductile iron pipe has been 
completed. Based on the findings from the potholing and the City’s proposed Phase 1 limits we 
have prepared our engineering scope and have initiated the design for replacement of the 14-
inch water line from Castle Pines to Glen Oaks Avenue. The approximate length of the 
replacement is 4,300 feet and it will be replaced with 16-inch PVC pipe. The water line design 
will be combined with the City’s bid package for the road improvements. This is a fast-paced 
schedule with City planning to bid the project in November and start construction Q1 2024.

MATTER:  Amendment to Rules and Regulations  


 


Status:  The District has had spills from lift stations and calls from property owners 


regarding water line breaks. Mr. Travis is working on a comprehensive response 


plan, portions of which can be added to the Rules and Regulations. 


 


 During the drafting process, it was discovered that the Board had passed 


resolutions amending the rules and regulations three times in 2020 and once in 


2021. However, the rules and regulations were never revised to incorporate these 


changes.  


 


 We would like to revise the rules and regulations to incorporate the previous 


changes, as well as appropriate provisions of the comprehensive response plan.   


 


Action:  Direct the Manager and Counsel to proceed with the amended draft rules and 


regulations for review by the Board at a later date. 


  


       


 


MATTER: Correct District Designation of 7053, 7047 and 7041 Turweston Lane and 


other parcels 


 


Status: The properties are included in Castle Pines Metro District in the County Assessor, 


GIS and Treasurer’s records, but are served by, and should be a part of the Castle 


Pines North Metro District. We have determined that the most direct way to 


correct this matter is to have the properties excluded from CPMD and included 


into CPNMD.  
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We have obtained consent from CPMD to proceed with the exclusion process 


with the goal of having the exclusion petition approved at CPMD’s 11/28 


meeting.  


 


CPMD has requested reimbursement for their costs related to the exclusion 


process (publishing notice of the hearing, preparing the Board resolution of 


approval, filing the court motion and order, and recording the order).  


 


We recommend the Board authorize reimbursement to CPMD for the costs of the 


exclusion process. Once approved, Counsel will notify CPMD of Board approval 


and work with CPMD’s counsel and property owners to have property excluded 


from CPMD and included in CPNMD.

MATTER: SALE OF FARM PROPERTIES 


 


Status:  The District purchased several farms in order to acquire the water rights. The 


water rights were sold to Aurora and Brighton in 2022 after litigation over the bid 


process. The board would now like to sell the surface rights and mineral interests.  


 


 We have reviewed the title work for the farm properties and researched the status 


of each parcel’s mineral rights. The farms are comprised of five separate parcels 


(some contiguous and some noncontiguous), all of which are zoned for agriculture 


and encumbered by a different type of oil and gas-related property interest.  


 


 The District owns the mineral rights for 50% of one of the parcels (26.5 mineral 


acres). The District also receives royalties from two of the properties which are 


derived from Agreements with the previous surface rights owners. These are 


surface use royalties so the purchaser of the surface rights will inherit the 


royalties. 
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To maximize the value of the farm properties, the District needs to know whether 


it is more advantageous to sell the mineral rights separately, or together with the 


surface rights. The District also needs to know whether it would be more 


advantageous to sell all five farm parcels as a, “package deal,” or whether selling 


the royalty-producing properties separate from the other properties would make 


more sense (i.e., selling the royalty properties separately may make the parcels 


more attractive to mineral rights investors and/or net more cash).  


 


We would like authorization to hire consultants who can help the District evaluate 


these options by: (1) hiring a mineral rights appraiser; and/or (2) hiring a realtor 


with experience selling agricultural properties with mineral rights. One or both 


may desire to work on a commission basis.   


 


Action: Consider plan to hire a mineral rights appraiser and a commercial realtor with 


specialized experience in agricultural properties containing mineral rights.

MATTER: Parks, Open Space and Recreational Facilities IGA  


 


Status:  The District executed the Parks and Open Spaces IGA with the City of Castle 


Pines on March 31, 2023. On October 11th, the Board adopted a Resolution in 


Support of the City’s Ballot Issue 2F. If approved by voters, Ballot Issue 2F will 


transfer all of the District’s 12 mills for parks and recreation operating expenses 


from the District to the City. If Ballot Issue 2F is approved, the District will need 


to transfer title of all parks and recreation facilities to the City by the end of 2023. 


The District will need to obtain an easement from the City for water and 


wastewater infrastructure access and maintenance, and will need to execute a 


$1/year lease to continue using the District’s offices for administrative and 


operational functions. 


 


 It will be necessary to extend the deadline for transfer of properties if 2F passes as 


there are a great many properties and easements to be determined and drafted.
